THE CONCEPTUAL APPROACHES TO INVESTIGATION
OF PERFECTIONISM OF PERSONALITY

Abstract. [n the article author investigated the main conceptual approaches to the
investigation of perfectionism of personality in a historical retrospective. It is noted that
the term «perfectionismy is borrowed from religious philosophy and it means a
commitment to excellence. The term of «perfectionismy» was not used in psychology to the
30-ies of XX century, but scientists have used some concepts that are similar to
perfectionism, such as «a pursuit of superiorityy, «a commitment to excellencey, etc. It is
determined that M. Hollander was the first, who has used the term of «perfectionismy in
psychology and he determined this phenomenon as a personality trait characterized by a
person's striving for flawlessness and setting excessively high performance standards,
accompanied by overly critical self-evaluations and concerns regarding others
evaluation. It was found that in recent decades scientists have a heightened interest to the
problem of perfectionism. It should be noted that perfectionism is regarded as a
psychological construct, which is characterized by a desire of the subject to perfection and
by achievement of the results of its activities to the highest standards (moral, aesthetic,
intellectual).

THE CONCEPTUAL APPROACHES TO INVESTIGATION
OF PERFECTIONISM OF PERSONALITY

In recent years, the problem of perfectionism is actively studied in various aspects of human
activity. This interest we can explain by a high pace of life, a social development, a competition, a
cult of rationality and a pursuit of excellence. Therefore the investigation of emergence and
development of perfectionism is actual. It is researched that the term «perfectionism» is of Latin
origin («perfectus») and means «absolute perfection». The term «perfectionism» is borrowed from
religious philosophy and it means the pursuit of excellence and self-improvement, which is the
moral purpose of individual and the task of all humankind. It is determined that perfectionism is
related with religion, namely with Protestantism («Church of Holiness») and perfectionism is
regarded as moral and spiritual improvement of man with ascetic being and strict implementation of
all the commandments. It is researched that perfectionism is related with philosophy and the
concept of «perfectionism» is regarded as a moral doctrine, in basis of which there is an idea of
human capacity and all mankind to the perfection.

It is established that the term of «perfectionism» was not used in psychology to the middle
of 30-ies of XX century, but scientists have used some concepts that are similar to perfectionism,
such as «a commitment to excellence» (A. Adler), «a pursuit of perfection» (K. Horney), «a self-
actualization» (A. Maslow, C. Rogers).

It is determined that M. Hollander was the first, who has used the term of «perfectionism» in
psychology. It was found that in recent decades scientists have a heightened interest to the problem
of perfectionism. It is considered that the first psychological ideas about perfectionism are
characterized as one-dimensional construct with a single parameter. Over time, there was a question
about the expansion of representations of the phenomenon of perfectionism. It is outlined that from
the late 70-ies of XX century, scientists began to investigate the impact of perfectionism on
personality and, consequently, articles, dedicated to the typology of perfectionism began to appear
in the scientific literature. In 1980-1990-ies of XX century, scientists have put forward the idea of
multidimensional psychological structure of perfectionism. And now, perfectionism is regarded as a
psychological construct, which is characterized by a desire of the subject to perfection and by the
achievement of the results of its activities to the highest standards (moral, aesthetic, intellectual).
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
